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Glengowla Mines was Ireland's first show mine, it has a length of about 150ft. The mine opened in 1850 and closed in 1865. The miners were looking for a mineral called Galena which contains 80% lead and 3% silver. The mine has various minerals and the owners found numerous tools the miners themselves used.
